I am so glad to be able to write a note for your November monthly newsletter. My visit 
this time in connection with the 48th Parish Day is special. It is a time of special 
thanksgiving because the Emirates has honoured us by giving us the licence for the 
parish. It is a recognition of our contributions for the well-being of this country and the 
healthy relationship that we keep with the authorities. Moreover, forty-five teenagers 
received Holy Communion for the first time and have entered the full communion of the 
church. Renewing their faith by declaring that Jesus Christ is their Lord and Saviour is a 
memorable occasion indeed. I wish and pray that the Mighty Master may use them for 
the extension of His Kingdom. 

Let us thank God for all the providence and provisions that we are receiving from the 
Almighty. Thank God for the wonderful ways in which He has enabled the parish to grow 
in a multi-religious context. A parish is the "called-out community of faith" to extend 
ministry in the particular context in which it is placed. A parish becomes a living 
community only when her perception of ministry is based on Kingdom values.

The Bible starts with the affirmation that God created the world and thus it affirms the 
integral relationship of God and the world. Biblical writers have made it clear that 
everything God has created is good and there is nothing that is not the creation of God. 
It is the emphasis of the Bible that God who created the world is involved in the very 
development of history, directing the world in accordance with the will and purpose of 
God through individuals and communities. In the book of Genesis, God even ensures the 
safety of Cain so that the human race will continue to go on. In the story of the tower of 
Babel, God intervenes in human affairs and saves them from total destruction by 
dispersing them all over the world. Then God sent Abraham with a mission to be a 
“blessing to all nations". As a parish planted in Abu-Dhabi, it is our responsibility to 
accept the logic of plurality of God and bloom here in the multi-religious and lingual 
context.
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In this age we are called as a community to witness God's salvific act. It is not an 
invitation to indulge in self-gratification for personal achievements. On the other hand, 
God demands a commitment to travel the road less travelled or even the road not 
travelled. Christ, the giver of universal love who offered himself on the cross, travelled 
this road. Through this act Christ opened a new way, a way of unconditional 
self-surrender to the will of God, a way of eternal life, a life that transcends and defeats 
all forces of operation and death, a way of unfathomable love. This challenges our 
commitment to translate the Christ event to the new generation.

The church as the body of Christ has to continue the incarnational ministry of our Lord 
and Saviour Jesus Christ. We have to intervene in human affairs and work in places where 
mankind is in tears, bonded, marginalized and rejected. "Our churches should not be a 
hall of fame for self-satisfied saints, but should remain as hospitals for sinners."
